The web service is built using the WSDL found on the TIGERS site. If there are issues generating a proxy class from the WSDL, you may need to update the targetNamespace in FSETGatewayService.xsd and FSETGatewayHelper.xsd from http://www.statemef.com/FSETGatewayService to http://www.statemef.com/FSET/GatewayService. The web service also extends the FSETHeader to make a CustomFSETHeader that has two additional fields (Username and Password) that are both strings.
Credentials to access the web service will be assigned after registering with the E-Services Help Desk by filling out the contact information form and emailing it to us.
NOTE: If there are issues accessing the web service, please contact us for assistance.
Transmission File:
The root-level element of the transmission file should be the Transmission. Each transmission file may contain a maximum of 500 submissions (returns). The transmission file must be a valid XML document with a .xml file extension. The transmission file must be zipped up and included in the SendSubmissionsRequest when accessing the web service. It is possible to send multiple transmission files in a single SendSubmissionsRequest as long as they are zipped up in the same container. At the moment, there is a maximum of 1000 submissions per SendSubmissionsRequest, regardless of the number of transmission files in the SendSubmissionsRequest.
